WHO WE ARE

The Martin Luther King, Jr. Center for Nonviolent Social Change (“The King Center”), located in Atlanta, GA, is a 501(c)
(3) nonprofit organization established in 1968 by Mrs. Coretta Scott King to serve as the official living memorial to the life,
legacy, and leadership of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. The King Center is a global destination, resource center, and education
and training hub. Each year, nearly one million people make the pilgrimage to the Center to learn about and from, be

inspired by, and honor Dr. King.

Mrs. King envisioned The King Center as “..a living memorial filled with all the vitality that was his [Dr. King’s], a center of
human endeavor, committed to the causes for which he lived and died.” With the leadership of Dr. Bernice A. King, CEO
of The King Center, that vision continues to be realized today through a wide range of youth, advocacy, educational, and
service initiatives that ensure the King legacy, inclusive of training on how to apply Dr. King’s philosophy and methodology of
nonviolence, remains viable and relevant. The King Center’s experiences galvanize people around Dr. King’s unfinished work,

strengthen social justice causes, and empower positive change-makers across generations to create the Beloved Community.

BELOVED COMMUNITY INTERNATIONAL EXPO

The Beloved Community International Expo is an all-encompassing experience for global citizens to unite in celebration of
Dr. King’s love-centered vision of the Beloved Community, which Mrs. King described as “a realistic vision of an achievable
society,” where justice, equity, and true peace are achieved through nonviolence. In collaboration with the National Historic
Park and the Atlanta Consular Corps (representing more than 20 countries and other key stakeholders), The King Center’s

historic campus will be transformed into a “World House.”

During the Expo, people of all ages can travel around the world without leaving what we affectionately call “Sweet
Auburn.” The Expo celebrates cultures from across the globe by showcasing captivating musical and dance performances
and exhibiting curated creative works and attire. To further enhance the innovative, inspiring experience for guests, there
will also be a Children’s Corner and a Food Court. These facets serve to meet a central goal of the Beloved Community

International Expo, which is to embrace and value both our differences and commonalities within the “World House.”
